Each month we at All Saints’ take this opportunity to learn more about the 
Saints who have gone before us into greater glory.   
 

Blandina and her Companions 
Martyrs at Rome 177 CE 
Feast Day: June 2nd  

Blandina was the slave of a Christian family living 
in Lyons, Gaul (modern day France) in the last half 
of the second century.  Opposition to the illegal 
Christian faith was beginning the peak in the 
Roman occupied Lyons during this time, largely in 
part to the belief that Christians practiced incest and 
cannibalism.  In the summer of 177 CE, the 
household Blandina served, Blandina herself and a 
number of other Christians were thrown into jail 
because of their dedication and adherence to their 
faith.   
 
Blandina and the other Christians who were jailed 
were forced to either deny their faith, through the 
persuasion of torture, or they would be killed.  
Blandina suffered physical torture as well as the 
mental and emotional torture of witnessing her 
friends’ torment and eventual death.  After enduring 
scourging and human roasting, Blandina was taken 
to the amphitheater and hung on a cross, dangling 
above wild beasts.  The beasts did not touch her.  
Blandina survived through the agony of all that was 
forced upon her.  She was the sole survivor of the 
Christians she was jailed with.  When asked a final 
time to deny her faith she replied, as she had many 
times previously, “I am a Christian and we commit 
no wrong doing.”  She was then cast in a net and 
was trampled to death by bulls.        
 
Blandina’s story of heroic dedication and loyalty to 
Christ, even under persecution to the point of death, 
was familiar to the Lyon Christian community who 
recorded their version of the events in letters to 
other Christian communities.  Excerpts of the tale 
can be found in the Historia Ecclesiastica of 
Eusebius (volume 1). 
 
Excerpt from Eusebius Concerning Blandina: 
“For they looked on her in her conflict, and beheld 
with their outward eyes, in the form of their sister, 
him who was crucified for them, that he might 
persuade those who believe on him, that every one 
who suffers for the glory of Christ has fellowship 
always with the living God.”
